Correct the formatting of your list in (c)(14)(A).  Delete "shall."

In (c)(15), delete "shall."

In (d)(1), change "applies" to "apply."

In (d)(2)(E), change "shall be" to "is."

In (d)(2)(F), cite the standards the Director uses to approve test activities.

On page 7, line 16, change the period to a colon.

In (e)(1)(B), change "are not to" to "shall not."

In (e)(5), tell when the request will be granted.

End (f)(3)(A)(v) with a semicolon.

Tell what the list is in (h)(3) or write in paragraph form.

In (h)(4), tell what you mean by "this requirement."

In (i)(1), delete "at the minimum."

In (e)(10), change "are not to" to "shall not."

In (h)(4)(C), delete "following initial notification" since it is not required.

In (h), give the cost of the incorporated material.

In (i)(1), delete "at the minimum."  End each Part through (I) with a semicolon.  End (J) with a semicolon and "and."
