Paragraph (b)(3) seems to me that it should be a new (c). Paragraph (b) refers to a fire department that “dissolves” and those are the situations addressed in (b)(1) and (2). However (b)(3) refers to a department that “splits,” not “dissolves.”

In (b)(3) line 21 the term “district” is used twice, but it seems to me that the term is being used to describe two different entities. If that is not the case what is or how does a department that is already “serving two … districts” [that does] split into “two districts?” It seems to me that the second “district” is actually referring to a newly formed “department.” At any rate I cannot understand where the funds are assigned.
