G.S. 90-14(a)(11a) does refer to a two-year (not three) look-back period, but I take this to be allowed because the statute seems to allow reactivating a license that has been inactive for longer than a year. (Since the board seems to have wide authority to set additional licensure qualifications outside those set in statute, I am not going to raise any issues as to your authority to limit a person to activating a license inactive for only one year.)
