Correctly underline and strikethrough, and highlight if necessary.  You need to go back to the rule as it currently exists in the NC Administrative Code to see where to start from.

Delete the last sentence in (6).  It repeats (7).

Add "143B-157" to your history note.

Send me certification that the Commission actually took this action since your notice said the department was proposing the rules.
Add your amended effective date to your history note.

Since (8) is deleted, correctly renumber the remaining subparagraphs in (c).

Add page numbers to the rule.

In what is now denominated (c)(12), add "12" after "within."
In (c)(13), change each "%" to "percent."
On line 60, change "shall be considered" to "is."

On line 68, change "shall be" to "is."

In (c)(17), delete "established."
In (d)(1)(E), change "It is the operator's responsibility to" to " The operator shall."

In (d)(2)(C), change "%" to "percent."

On line 111, change "shall be" to "is."

In (d)(3), change "%" to "percent."  Change each "shall be" to "is" or "are" as appropriate.

Correct your indentions in (d)(4) and (5).

Begin (d)(5)(E) with "The."

On line 172, delete "l."  Make sure you identify all changes in this Part from what was published in the Register.
On line 179, change "and/or" to "and" or "or."

On line 180, change "will" to "shall."

In (d)(6), change each "%" to "percent."

In line 207, delete the period and change "to include" to "including."
