It seems to me that that last paragraph is a part of (21) and applies to only (21). If that is so then the paragraph should be indented under (21). If it applies to more than that specific item, then it should be labeled as a separate paragraph. That would make the first paragraph of the rule (a) and the last paragraph (b).
