The staff of the Rules Review Commission has completed its opinion review of the rule or set of rules your agency filed with us for review by the RRC at its next meeting.  The Commission has not yet met and therefore there has not been a determination as to whether the rule will be approved.

In reviewing the rules, the staff determined that one or more technical changes need to be made. Approval of any rule is contingent on making this technical change as set out in G.S. 150B-21.1

I know that we have been accepting the terminology “located approximately” or “to a point approximately” for a long time.  It seems to me that the point should have an exact location even if the determination of that point might be “approximate.”  Of course there are some places where the use of the term is acceptable such as in the amended paragraph (q) line 8 of this rule referring to the intake location “approximately” a certain distance from a highway.  I doubt there would be much question about the location of the intake and the use of “approximate” is just a finding aid.  However where the location itself is only “approximate” then you should delete those uses.  Please delete all uses of “approximately” in (q) and wherever else it is found in this rule and is used to indicate what should be an exact location.
