In line 14 please add “of this Section” after “Rules .0601 through .0609.”
It might be appropriate to break this rule into two parts to address the “Purpose and Scope” of the rule. I presume that from the title of this section that other water management plans could be added to this section. A scope paragraph could make it clear that Rules .0601 - .06XX (reserving some for future rule codifications) all apply to the “site specific water quality management plan for the Goose Creek Watershed (Yadkin Pee-Dee River Basin).” That would also mean that you could remove that cumbersome language from each of the following rules and have each of those rules clearly labeled with their specific content, such as “Stormwater Control Requirements,” “Wastewater Control Requirements,” etc.
Staff would also recommend either breaking this rule into a third part or adding a new .0602 (and renumbering the remaining rules). That would be for the purpose of adding a definitions paragraph or rule. If definitions are likely to be applicable to all the possible river basins’ water quality management plans then I would suggest making a definitions rule as a new rule .0601; if it is likely that they would be specific to each basin then make them the second rule, after the purpose and scope rule, for that specific plan.
As an example I would suggest you could have a definition for the term “Division,” used at least 4 times in .0606, that would span all these rules. That way if the division’s name changed you would only have one rule to change, not multiple rules and multiple places within a rule. There are probably more that will arise, such as “forested” that would apply to all the management plans.
If there are definitions in other sections or subchapters that apply to these rules, then it would be appropriate here to refer to those definitions as well – and that might solve the definitions, or lack thereof, problem.
