In (6) line 29 it appears to me that “to minimize unreasonable adverse effects on … environment” actually is part of the standard in the phrase “present reasonable assurances  … release of pesticides,”. If so then I believe that the comma following “release of pesticides,” would be better replaced by “so as” or similar language. If that following language is actually a separate standard then there needs to be a better conjunction than the comma.
