At its November 20, 2008 meeting the Rules Review Commission objected to the above-captioned rules in accordance with G.S. 150B-21.10.
The Commission objected to Rule 21 NCAC 48G .0111 based on ambiguity.  In (c), it is not clear what standards the Board will use in deciding whether to grant an exception to a licensee who becomes disabled or sustains a personal hardship that makes completion of requirements impractical.  In (d), it is not clear when the Board will allow additional time in cases of personal or family emergencies.  In (e), it is not clear when an exception applied for will be granted.  In (f), it is not clear when requests for partial exemptions or deferments for hardships or extenuating circumstances will be granted.
The Commission objected to Rule 21 NCAC 48G .0203 based on ambiguity.  In (c)(2), it is not clear what is meant by "satisfactorily" compiling at least 500 hours.  It is not clear when the compiling would be unsatisfactory.  It is also not clear when the Board will authorize training.
