I have included my interpretation of the distinction between items (11) and (22) on my Staff Opinion comment sheet. Please confirm whether my interpretation of the definitions is correct and set out whether there is any other distinction between the two.
In (43), page 3 lines 31 – 33, don’t you think it would be appropriate to recognize a N.C. “Licensed Soil Scientist” as a soil scientist in this definition?
