In items (5) – (10) the individual sub-items, except for the second-to-the-last sub-item, should be followed by a semicolon. The second-to-the-last sub-item should be followed by a semicolon and the word “and” with no further punctuation.
The above also applies to the sub-sub-items in (7)(b) and (9)(a): “; and” after both (7)(b)(i) and (ii) and “; and” after (9)(a)(i) and simply a semicolon after (9)(a)(ii)
The title or heading for items (6) – (8) should be followed by a colon.

In (6)(e), page 2 line 15, delete “or permanent part-time” or even “full-time or permanent part-time” and in line 16 change “30” to “less than 30.” Otherwise the terms do not agree with the eligibility definitions in (5)(a).

In (7)(c) line 28 change “he amount due” to “the amount due.”

Please verify that the repayment obligations in (7) apply for all terminations of employment including death, disability, and reductions in force.

In (10)(a) line 13 add “according to the standards in this rule” or similar language after “plans.”
In (10)(a) at the end of line 13 change the comma to a semicolon and delete “and.”

In (10)(b) at the end of line 15 change the period to “; and” with no further punctuation.

Please cite the specific statutory authority that authorizes a “sign-on” bonus.
