I would suggest changing the introduction to: “In order to be certified as a Clinical Supervisor an applicant must [or ‘shall’]:” or similar language. Then you would rewrite items (1) – (8) using “an applicant” as the unstated subject of the item and begin the item with a verb. The first three items would be substantially as follows:

(1) Obtain and maintain …;

(2) Possess [or ‘hold’] …;

(3) Submit documentation ….

In item (2) change “master’s degree or higher education in a human services field” to “master’s or higher degree in a human services field.”
